4. Traffic Safety Data and Trends

Anita Pepper, PIO, Department of Public Safety, Office of Traffic Safety (DPS-OTS) presented the statewide monthly
crash report and trends on the preliminary data through July 31, 2024.

There have been 236 lives lost on Nevada’s roads in 2024, which has increased by 8% from 2023. Primary factors
are speeding and impairment. Of these fatalities, 67 were pedestrians compared to 54 pedestrians that lost their
lives but July 31 in 2023.

Amy Davey shared that the Office of Traffic Safety has performed analysis comparing 2022 data, which was the
highest fatalities Nevada has seen in over the previous decade, to other years, and 2019 had 304 fatalities and 2022
had 416, which is an increase of 36% in the three years.

5. Revisions to NVACTS Bylaws (Approved)

Chair Bennett shared that this agenda item was requested by NVACTS members over the last year as the bylaws
have not been updated since the inception of NVACTS.  Proposed revisions are summarized below:

· Remove section 3.1.9 as it is no longer required by state statute.
· Modify language in sections 7.2, 8.2.3, and 8.2.4. See slides 14 and 15 for specific changes.
· Remove all references to ‘Task Force’ to minimize confusion with the SHSP Task Forces.

Motion: To approve the NVACTS Bylaws by Sean Sever.  Passed unanimously.

6. 2024 NVACTS Annual Report Draft Outline (Approved)

Chair Bennett provided the proposed outline of the NVACTS annual report and requested input from NVACTS
members.

Assemblywomen Brown-May shared that she would like to see clarity on what legislative language NVACTS intends
to move forward with in the 2025 legislative session and clear understanding the policy recommendations that
NVACTS is moving forward with in 2025.

Chair Bennett provided an update on the two bill draft requests (BDRs), Road Safety Cameras and Fostering DUI
Intervention Programs, which were submitted to the Joint Interim Standing Committee on Growth and
Infrastructure in June. The next Joint Interim Standing Committee on Growth and Infrastructure meeting will be on
August 29 at 9 AM where the committee will vote to determine if these will move forward into the 2025 legislative
session. The new Legislature Office Building in Las Vegas will host this meeting in-person in Southern Nevada and
the Legislative Building in Carson City will host in Northern Nevada.

Ms. Davey shared that the Office of Traffic Safety submitted two BDRs, which were both accepted by the governor’s
office.

· The first BDR includes modified language for conceptual changes to improve traffic records data collection
within NRS 484E.110, which was previously approved as an NVACTS Policy Priority.

· The second BDR pertains to amended language to distracted driving. Nevada does not qualify for a new
federal funding sources for distracted funding due to current state statute language. The proposed revisions
include: hands free cell phone use for navigation or emergency use for drivers over 18 and no cell phone
usage for drivers under the age of 18.
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Lt. Col. Martin Mleczko shared that the Nevada Highway Patrol submitted three BDRs, which have all also received
initial approval.

· Revised language to add aggravated penalties to the Move Over Law
· Enhancements to DUI statutes
· Revised language to define road rage in statute and add aggravated penalties to the law

Motion: To approve the outline of the 2024 Annual Report as presented by Julia Peek. Passed unanimously.

7. Advanced Intersection Analytics: A Technology Pilot Project

Christina Karanikolas, the Engineering Program Supervisor from RTC- FAST, presented on the Advanced Intersection
Analytics project which aimed to gather information proactively. They received specific intersections from the City
of Las Vegas, Clark County, and City of Henderson to analyze over a 26-week performance period. Some of the data
collected includes pedestrian crossings, red-light running, speeding, wrong-way driving, among others.

Now that the pilot project has been completed, the team plans submit for a Stage 1 SMART Grant to analyze 20
additional intersections. The quantified data, targeted enforcement, and prioritization of future capital projects has
helped this pilot project become successful.

Chair Bennett requests as many NVACTS members to join in-person as possible, although a phone-in option will be
available.

11. Public Comment
Nick Shepack, from the Nevada State Director of Fines and Fees Justice Center (FFJC), recommended that NVACTS
diversify membership to include members of the community and those in non-profit work to provide more diversity.
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He shared that the FFJC has concerns with road safety cameras and will lobbying against this BDR in the 2025
Legislative Session. They would like to be allies with NVACTS, particularly during the legislative sessions.

Chair Bennett requested Nick Shepack to provide a list of recommended NVACTS members from the community
and those in non-profit work to aid in the diversification of NVACTS membership. State statute requires a change in
legislation to add voting members beyond those currently listed; however, non-voting members can join at the
request of the Nevada Department of Transportation.

4. Traffic Safety Data and Trends

Anita Pepper, PIO, Department of Public Safety, Office of Traffic Safety (DPS-OTS) presented the statewide
monthly crash report and trends on the preliminary data through May 31, 2024.

Fatalities on Nevada’s roadways have increased by approximately 17% from May 2023.

There have been 53 lives lost from pedestrian fatalities in 2024 which is a 25% increase from last year. There have
been 31 motorcyclists who have lost their lives this year which is a 72% increase from 2023. There is no change in
bicyclist deaths year over year resulting in five deaths in 2024. “Other” modes including scooters, mopeds, and
ATV have increased from 2023 with three deaths this year compared to one last year.

Amy Davey (DPS-OTS) continued with a state comparison of fatalities for the states in the National Highway Traffic
Safety Administration’s (NHTSA) Region 8 (South Dakota, Colorado, Utah, North Dakota, Wyoming, and Nevada).

· As noted in the Monthly Fatality Report, Nevada has increased in fatalities year to date by 17% from 2023
whereas the other states in Region 8 have decreased fatalities ranging from 7% to 51%.

· Other states attribute recent decreases to new policy changes (i.e., primary seat belt law and decreased
Blood Alcohol Content DUI threshold to 0.05 from the federal standards of 0.08) and high-visibility
enforcement. Colorado, for example, has really strong executive support from the governor’s office for
traffic safety priorities.

5. Impacts of Crash Rates on Nevada’s Automobile Insurance Rates

Agenda item held for future meeting.

6. Equity Working Group (Approved)

Ms. Davey requested the establishment of an Equity Working Group to discuss and understand and define equity
in traffic safety in Nevada. This includes analysis of the current available data, discussion from individuals with
different backgrounds and professions, and bringing in those not currently involved in the Nevada traffic safety
community to better understand the demographics and equity of traffic fatalities throughout the state.

The working group will meet over a 6 month period and will be chaired by a voting member of the NVACTS
Committee. Ms. Davey volunteered to serve as chair.

Sondra Rosenberg (NDOT) provided support, adding that she hopes the group can provide a clear definition of
equity for Nevada. She also noted that she’s over the division at NDOT that focuses on civil rights and will provide
some people to participate.

Julia Peek (DHHS) added that she wants be involved to provide perspective from the intervention side of equity.
She’s aware that there is frustration about laws being passed to address inequities, but that may be resulting in
traffic safety concerns.

Ms. Davey noted that the group will likely provide recommendations for future policy priorities as a result of the
discussions as part of the Equity Working Group.

Motion: To establish the Equity Working Group by Sondra Rosenberg. Passed unanimously.

7. Traffic Safety Policy Priorities

This agenda item included a presentation on a new policy priority resulting from discussions at the interim Growth
and Infrastructure hearing. The new policy priority is Fostering DUI Intervention Programs. This policy is based on
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the recommendations from the DUI Task Force as well as those from the Policy Priority Working Group. The three
recommendations include:

· Screening and Assessment
o Mandatory screening and assessment of all DUI arrests.
o Current screening and assessment handled by the courts. In preparation for discussion about a

fiscal note for this item, information on current costs would be beneficial.
· Pre-Trial Services to Supervise all DUI Arrests

o The pre-trial supervision pertains to DUI defendants, those arraigned and awaiting trial, and
allows the defendant to be monitored to obey court orders. Level of supervision determined by
risk assessment/screening.

o The courts are responsible for supervision and include specific court-directed officers dedicated to
this effort.

· Amendment of Sober 24 Driver’s License Restrictions to Provide a ‘24/7 Sobriety Privilege’.
o Recommends temporary restricted drivers license to allow participants in Nevada’s 24/7 program

to drive to work, medical appointments, testing locations, court and counseling.
o There is judicial support for this “clean-up” language.

All three programs will have financial impacts, which will likely require fiscal notes if it goes forward as a BDR. In
the 2023 Legislative Session, most BDRs with undetermined fiscal notes, did not make it to a hearing. The BDR
should include supporting data and information on costs, including cost savings for preventing loss of life.

There is a mental health component to DUI offenders as many have a substance use disorder. Treatment of DUI
offenders through increased penalties do not provide positive changes as relapse is part of recovery.

There’s a gap in adjudication data in Nevada. From a records standpoint, could leverage the attention from the
NTSB report on the City of North Las Vegas crash to call attention to the data needs required for legislation.

Motion: To adopt the Fostering DUI Intervention Programs Policy Priority recommendation and approve the white
paper with technical corrections by Julia Peek. Passed unanimously.

At the NVACTS meeting on March 14, 2024, Senator Dallas Harris provided NVACTS with two BDRs for the 2025
Legislative Session through the Growth & Infrastructure Committee.

Chair Andrew Bennett introduced the Policy Priorities for BDR consideration that have been previously approved
by NVACTS:

· Road Safety Cameras in School Zones*
· Road Safety Cameras *
· Primary Seat Belt Law*
· Higher Fines in School Zones*
· Graduated Driver’s License*
· Safe System Intersections
· Traffic Records*
· Yield for Pedestrians to Stop for Pedestrians*
· Appropriate Speeds Limits for All Road Users
· Fostering DUI Intervention Programs*

Those with an * are indicative of those requiring legislation.

All policy priorities have white papers on the NVACTS webpage with more information.
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Ms. Davey added that DPS-OTS submitted the Traffic Records BDR to the executive level separately, therefore, it
does not need to be considered as one of the top two priorities for NVACTS BDRs as it will move forward through
another avenue.

Andrew Bennett, the chair of the Policy Priority Working Group, noted that the group recommends Road Safety
Cameras in School Zones and Fostering DUI Intervention Programs as the two policies for BDR consideration.

In the 2023 Legislative Session, NVACTS supported a BDR for Road Safety Camera in School Zones (AB93);
however, it did not receive a hearing. During the session, this was reassigned from the Growth and Infrastructure
Committee to Committee on Judiciary. There was not a legislative sponsor and did not move forward after being
reassigned.

The Nevada Chapter of the Associated General Contractors of America (AGC) is likely carrying a Road Safety
Cameras on Work Zones BDR into the 2025 Legislative Session.

Ms. Rosenberg recommended that the committee prioritize the Road Safety Cameras policy priority. As it moves
forward it could support and/or be supplemented by a Road Safety Cameras in School Zones or Road Safety
Cameras in Work Zones BDR.

Motion: Adoption of Road Safety Cameras and Fostering DUI Intervention Programs as the two BDR
recommendations to present to the Growth and Infrastructure Committee by Julia Peek. Passed unanimously.

NEVADA ADVISORY COMMITTEE ON TRAFFIC SAFETY (NVACTS) BYLAWS

ARTICLE 1 – NAME

1.1 This organization shall be called the Nevada Advisory Committee on Traffic
Safety (NVACTS) hereinafter referred to as the NVACTS.

ARTICLE 2 - AUTHORITY

2.1 The authority for establishing NVACTS is found in the State of Nevada Revised Statutes
(NRS) Chapter 408, which creates the Advisory Committee on Traffic Safety within the
Department of Transportation.

2.2 The Advisory Committee shall review, study and make recommendations regarding:

2.2.1 Evidence-based best practices for reducing or preventing deaths and injuries
related to motor vehicle crashes on roadways in this State;

2.2.2 Data on motor vehicle crashes resulting in death or serious bodily injury in this
State, including, without limitation, factors that cause such crashes and measures
known to prevent such crashes;

2.2.3 Policies intended to reduce or prevent deaths and injuries related to motor vehicle
crashes on roadways in this State; and

2.2.4 Any other matter submitted by the Chair.

2.3 NVACTS shall prepare and submit to the Governor and to the Director of the Legislative
Counsel Bureau for transmittal to the Legislature an annual report concerning the
activities of the Advisory Committee that addresses, without limitation, any issue
reviewed or studied, and any recommendations made by the Advisory Committee.

ARTICLE 3 - PURPOSE AND FUNCTION

3.1 The NVACTS shall review, study and make recommendations regarding:

3.1.1 Evidence-based best practices for reducing or preventing deaths and injuries
related to motor vehicle crashes on roadways in this State;

3.1.2 Data on motor vehicle crashes resulting in death or serious bodily injury in this
State, including, without limitation, factors that cause such crashes and measures
known to prevent such crashes;

3.1.3 Policies intended to reduce or prevent deaths and injuries related to motor vehicle
crashes on roadways in this State; and

3.1.4 Any other matter submitted by the Chair.
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3.1.5 NVACTS will provide guidance to state, county, all local agencies, and tribal
communities that incorporate a commitment to traffic safety in their mission
and/or organization.

3.1.6 NVACTS will review and approve a strategic plan that will impact the present
and predicted statistics on vehicle-related deaths and injuries, focusing on key
emphasis areas and containing strategies designed to improve major problem
areas or to advance effective practices by means that are both cost-effective and
acceptable to the majority of Nevada's citizens.

3.1.7 NVACTS will establish and publish statewide highway safety goals and
objectives.

3.1.8 NVACTS will create the mechanisms to foster multidisciplinary efforts to resolve
statewide traffic safety problems and issues through communication and
cooperative agreements.

3.1.9 NVACTS will serve as the Traffic Records Executive Committee (TREC) for the
State of Nevada and oversee the activities of the Traffic Records Coordinating
Committee (TRCC).  Each NVACTS member agency is eligible to have one
responsible representative designated by their agency on the TRCC.

ARTICLE 4 – MEMBERSHIP

4.1 The members of the Advisory Committee shall elect from their voting membership a
Chair and a Vice Chair. The Chair shall preside at the meetings of the NVACTS. If the
Chair is unable to attend, then the Vice Chair shall assume the duties of the Chair.

4.2 The term of office of the Chair and the Vice Chair is 2 years. If a vacancy occurs in the
office of Chair or Vice Chair, the members of the Advisory Committee shall elect a Chair
or Vice Chair, as applicable, from among its voting members to serve for the remainder
of the unexpired term.

4.3 NVACTS shall consist of:

Director (or designee), Department of Transportation (NDOT)

Representative (appointed by NDOT Director) of NDOT

Director (or designee), Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS)

Director (or designee), Department of Motor Vehicles (DMV)

Director (or designee), Department of Public Safety (DPS)
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Representative (appointed by DPS Director) of DPS

Superintendent (or designee), Department of Education (DED)

Member, Nevada State Assembly Standing Committee on Growth and Infrastructure
(appointed by Speaker of the Assembly)

Member, Nevada State Senate Standing Committee on Growth and Infrastructure
(appointed by Majority Leader of the Senate)

Representative (appointed by the Chief Justice of the Supreme Court of Nevada),
Administrative Office of the Courts (AOC)

Representative (appointed by Inter-Tribal Council of Nevada (ITCN)), Tribal
Governments

Representative (appointed by NDOT Director), Nevada System of Higher Education

Representative (appointed by NDOT Director), Nevada System of Higher Education

Representative, Regional Transportation Commission of Southern Nevada (RTCSNV)

Representative, Regional Transportation Commission of Washoe County (RTC)

Representative, Carson Area Metropolitan Planning Organization (CAMPO)

Representative, Tahoe Regional Planning Agency (TRPA)

Representative, Nevada Association of Counties (NACO)

Representative, Nevada League of Cities

Representative, Nevada Sheriffs’ and Chiefs’ Association (NSCA)

The Director of the Department of Transportation may appoint as nonvoting members of
NVACTS such other persons as the Director deems appropriate.

4.3.1  The term of office of each member appointed to the Advisory Committee is 2
years. Such members may be reappointed for additional terms of 2 years in the
same manner as the original appointments. Any vacancy occurring in the
appointed voting membership of the Advisory Committee must be filled in the
same manner as the original appointment not later than 30 days after the vacancy
occurs.

4.3.2 Member organizations may designate a proxy to serve on the committee when the
member identified in 4.3 is unable to attend. This notice shall be in writing and
directed to the Chair.
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ARTICLE 5 - VOTING

5.1 A majority of the voting members of the Advisory Committee constitutes a quorum for
the transaction of business. If a quorum is present, the affirmative vote of a majority of
the voting members of the Advisory Committee present is sufficient for any official
action taken by the Advisory Committee.

ARTICLE 6 - COMPENSATION

6.1 Each member of the Advisory Committee serves without compensation and is not entitled
to receive a per diem allowance or travel expenses.

ARTICLE 7 – MEETINGS

7.1 The Advisory Committee shall meet at least once each calendar quarter and may meet at
such further times as deemed necessary by the Chair.

7.2 NVACTS members may submit agenda items no later than 12 working days before a
scheduled meeting, to the Nevada Department of Transportation Traffic Safety
Engineering DivisionChair. These agenda items will be approved by the Chair and will
be distributed to the NVACTS members seven days prior to the scheduled NVACTS
meeting date.

7.3 Meetings will comply with the Nevada Open Meeting Law (NRS 241).

7.4 The deliberations at NVACTS meetings shall be in accord with Robert's Rules of Order-
Newly Revised.

ARTICLE 8 - TASK FORCE WORKING GROUPS

8.1 The Advisory Committee may establish such working groups, task forces and similar
entities from within or outside its membership as necessary to address specific issues or
otherwise to assist in its work.

8.2 Each Task Force Working Group will be required to analyze the issue assigned,
determine cause and develop solutions and strategies for addressing the contributing
factors of the subject matter assigned.

8.2.1 A member of NVACTS shall chair each Task Force Working Group.

8.2.2 The size and composition of a Task Force Working Group will be determined by
the appointed chair.

8.2.3 Task ForceWorking Group membership should not are not required to be limited
to members of the NVACTS, and when possible, they will be composed of a
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diverse selection of representatives from relevant state, federal, county, local, and
tribal agencies in an effort to ensure all aspects of the topic are identified and
addressed.

8.2.4 Task Force Working Groups should may meet as frequently as needed.

8.2.5 Meetings/discussions may be conducted by video teleconference, conference call
and/or e-mail.

8.2.6 The Task Force Working Group members shall receive no compensation other
than that received from their own agency/organization. The Task Force Working
Group shall not reach a decision by a vote or consensus. No motions or
resolutions are to be presented. No decisions for or recommendations to the board
are to be made. The Task Force Working Groups shall not speak to or be
recognized by the board as a single voice on any issue.

8.2.7 Task Force Working Groups will be considered working groups and therefore not
subject to the provisions of Nevada Open Meeting laws, rules, and regulations.

Note: If a Task Force Working Group engages in deliberation or decision making, is
assigned by NVACTS to formulate policy or carry out planning functions, is
delegated the task of making decisions for or recommendations to NVACTS, or is
recognized by NVACTS as speaking with one voice, it shall be subject to the
Nevada Open Meeting Law.

8.3 Task Force Working Groups will report to the NVACTS as directed.

ARTICLE 9 - TECHNICAL SUPPORT STAFF

9.1 The Department of Transportation shall provide administrative support to NVACTS. The
Staff shall:

9.1.1 Coordinate the activities of NVACTS to include making all logistical
arrangements required for meetings.

9.1.2 Provide a note taker and staff person to comply with the Nevada Open Meeting
Law.

9.1.3 Provide research assistance and statistical data to the NVACTS.

9.1.4 Prepare and publish plans and documents at the direction of NVACTS.

9.1.5 Establish and maintain a website for NVACTS designed to further the sharing of
crash data, organizational safety planning, research, and other relevant
information pertinent to the Committee.
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ARTICLE 10 - ADOPTION and AMENDMENTS

10.1 These bylaws shall be initially adopted by a majority vote of the members present at the
second meeting.

10.2 These bylaws may be amended at any regular meeting of NVACTS by a majority vote of
the voting members present.
