o The group discussed e-bikes and e-scooters, which are currently recorded in the “other” 

category, but oftentimes e-bikes can go up to 35 mph. Need to define and determine where to 
categorize them. 

o It was noted that the e-bike fatals that we have seen this year in Nevada were adults. 
o Erin Breen noted that she is working on a brochure to educate parents about e-bikes. 
o E-bikes are getting national attention due to safety concerns and users displaying risky 

behaviors. 
o Clark County ordinance for 7’ clearance. 
o Action: Research what other states/agencies area doing for e-bikes and e-scooters

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City of Henderson’s ordinance): E-Bike, Scooter, and Motorcycle Regulations 
o The ordinance was supported by Commissioner Justin Jones, and Mr. Bennett noted that 

a number of items were discussed but ultimately not included at this time, including 
LVMPD’s right to confiscate e-bikes. 

o Hoped to define e-motorcycles in state law during session, but did not happen this year. 
Mr. Bennett suggested that local ordinances take about six weeks, compared to every 2 
years for the state legislative session.  

o Jennifer Grube (CCSD Safe Routes to School) complimented the ordinance, highlighting 
the requirement for minors to wear helmets. 

o Daniel Fazekas (RTCSNV) added that he is seeing changes in real-time in his 
neighborhood and wants to further discuss next steps. 

o Encourage local governments to pass similar ordinances (contact Andrew Bennett for 
more info, andrew.bennett@clarkcountynv.gov). Andrew can share example letters of 
justification. 

 
• Motorcycle CEA Updates 

o Surveys are being deployed to OTS staff and NHP staff that do outreach events.  
o Questions cover what new riders know about Nevada Motorcycle laws.  
o Developing Nevada-specific guidance for proper bike selection and gear. 
o SMSA is currently redefining what classifies as a “motorcycle” versus e-bike.  

• Pedestrian CEA Updates 
o The Pedestrian Forum was held in Las Vegas on May 28. Input from the attendees was that we 

need more hard-hitting outreach. Erin Breen is forming a working group to take the next steps, 
and will be hosting a working at the Safety Summit in October. 

o RTCSNV is hosting the Public Kick-off Meeting for the Safe Streets and Roads for All Southern 
Nevada on Thursday, June 26 at the Nevada State Museum, with keynote speaker Dr. Rebecca 
Sanders.  

o Tara Styer from the Tahoe Transportation District (TTD) presented (see attached slides) on their 
project Using AI to Detect Near Misses, which was funded through a SMART Grant. The project 
utilizes the Derq platform, and conducted vehicle counts in the Tahoe Basin, gathering “Safety 
Insights,” looking at near miss and conflicts at the new roundabout at Highway 50 and Meyers. 

o Stage #1 is underway, developing mapping and trip information in Power BI 
o Stage #2 (additional SMART Grant funding) – Show origin-destination data 
o Tahoe City is currently re-evaluating roundabouts 
o Pioneer Trail – future roundabout 
o Zephyr Cove – parking management

Electric Bicycles, Scooters, and Motorcycles –
What You Need to Know in Clark County

An electric bicycle (e-bike) is defined as a two-
or three-wheeled device with operable pedals, a
seat, and an electric motor (≤750 watts). 

It is categorized into three classes: 
Class 1: Pedal-assist only, up to 20 mph. 
Class 2: Throttle-powered only, up to 20 mph. 
Class 3: Pedal-assist only, up to 28 mph.

WHAT IS CONSIDERED AN ELECTRIC
BICYCLE UNDER THIS ORDINANCE?

The Clark County Commission has passed a new ordinance regulating electric
bicycles, scooters, and motorcycles to ensure safety and consistency across our
roadways, parks, and neighborhoods in unincorporated Clark County. Below are
answers to some of the most common questions we expect residents to have.
Note: This ordinance applies only to unincorporated Clark County. Cities within the
county (such as Las Vegas, Henderson, North Las Vegas, and Boulder City) may
have different guidelines. Check with your local municipality for their regulations.

An electric scooter has handlebars, a motor, and
can be ridden upright or seated. It must: 

Weigh less than 100 lbs 
Not exceed 20 mph when powered solely by
its motor 

Scooters designed for people with disabilities
are not included under this definition.

WHAT IS AN ELECTRIC SCOOTER?

E-bikes and e-scooters are permitted
throughout unincorporated Clark County unless
otherwise posted by signage.

WHERE ARE E-BIKES AND E-
SCOOTERS PROHIBITED?

E-motorcycles/all-terrain e-motorcycles:
prohibited in any County facilities unless
explicitly permitted by signage.

E-bikes and e-scooters: Permitted in County
parks (typically ≤15 mph).

Reckless behavior (stunts, wheelies, unsafe
speeds) is prohibited for all devices.

CAN I RIDE MY E-MOTORCYCLE,
ALL-TERRAIN E-MOTORCYCLE, E-
BIKE, OR E-SCOOTER IN COUNTY
PARKS?

Yes—unless signage prohibits operation. Always
yield to pedestrians and use a bell/horn when
approaching others.

CAN I RIDE MY ELECTRIC BIKE OR
SCOOTER ON THE SIDEWALK IN MY
NEIGHBORHOOD?

15 mph in County parks (higher limits allowed if
posted).

WHAT SPEED LIMITS APPLY TO E-
BIKES AND E-SCOOTERS?

A bell or horn must be installed to alert others. 
Front white light and rear red reflector (or light)
for nighttime use. 
Functional brakes capable of skidding wheels
on dry pavement.

WHAT EQUIPMENT IS REQUIRED FOR
E-BIKES AND E-SCOOTERS?

1st violation: $150 
2nd violation: $300 
Subsequent violations: $600 

Parents/guardians are financially responsible for
minors’ violations.

WHAT ARE THE FINES FOR
VIOLATING THE ORDINANCE?

Helmets are recommended for everyone. 
Minors are required to wear helmets at all
times when operating e-bikes or e-scooters.

ARE HELMETS REQUIRED?

Yes, but with conditions:
Helmets are mandatory for minors at all times.
Must comply with equipment rules and posted
speed limits.
Reckless behavior is prohibited.

Always ensure the school’s property rules allow e-
bike/scooter use.

This is a pilot to prototype and test the cloud-based AI technology in different settings or applications
Ultimately, we want to collect vehicle data, incorporate it into a database, and make it available to stakeholders and the public
For Stage 1 pilot, we are confirming the technology works to 1- count vehicles and 2- record safety events
If you’re familiar with SMART grants- they have an intentionally short timeline of 18 months. The intent is to see what grantees can pull off in a short amount of time and they want to hear the challenges and how we overcome them or pivot to try something else (true experimentation). 
We were granted a seven month extension thru October
Consultant Parametrix and subconsultant is Derq for data services, including the AI technology and platform. Worth noting, we are not recording personal identifiable information (e.g. license plate numbers). I believe some on the call may be working with the Parametrix on your SMART grant.

First step was to identify locations for the camera sensors. Initially we started to work thru the encroachment permit process with state DOTs. However, it wasn’t going to be possible within the grant timeline. With that information in mind, we refocused and decided to explore using the existing DOT closed-circuit television (CCTV).

We are trying three different applications:
NDOT CCTV - The exiting NDOT cameras are being streamed via the internet and processed in a Derq cloud server.  The quality of the data is not great or reliable due to the quality of the video stream and internet connection. This application is hit and miss but that’s what the pilot is all about. If awarded stage 2, we could explore installing permanent technology. 
Caltrans TMC- We were approved to place a temporary server at the Caltrans traffic management center (TMC). We are streaming video from eight cameras to the Derq server onsite where the video is processed. Much better results which we’ll dive into in a minute. 
Streaming and processing video at the camera installation site- two bus shelters and a mobile solar trailer. Which takes to the next slide...

Here is a schematic of the camera installation. TTD purchased hardware (cabinet with router, edge processor and web-managed power strip- all connected to a wide-angle camera on 20ft mast) 
Two bus shelters in SLT
With grant funds, TTD purchased an all-weather solar trailer to test mobile functionality. We can test the trailer in various locations: 
Busy intersection to see how different users are interacting- catch any conflicts we might not be aware of
Parking lots to see if it’s transferrable parking space availability tech
Remote locations without cell service, using Starlink (entry points)

A main objective in the grant all was to find a technology to ground truth visitation numbers. This is Derq’s vehicle count analysis and it will allow us to validate count accuracy of the technology so all stakeholders are confident in the data.

Screen shot from the safety insights part of the platform- The Meyers roundabout is a very useful location – it has relatively new camera with a great angle = good data
Roundabout triggers a lot of safety events, but many are not necessarily valid
For each location, Parametrix and Derq have to adjust the detection zone and many of the “near misses” at a roundabout are spatially close, but the vehicles are going slow so there’s really no risk of collision. Requires different calibration from a typical intersection.
NOTE: PET- time lapse b/t end of encroachment of one user and the time the vehicle actually arrives at the point of collision and speed
A 15 second video is saved for each event- a safety event can be:
Actual collision, wrong way driver, illegal crossing by ped or cyclist, stopped vehicle, and near miss- NOTE: two vehicles or a vehicle and a vulnerable user and a vehicle being too close together for the programmed calibrations
I’d like to show you several videos from the CCTV cameras. Derq is still configuring the cameras at the shelters and trailer installation is underway -requires retrofit.

Video from a true safety event – a wrong way driver at the roundabout I mentioned earlier. You can see the red line where AI is identifying an illegal maneuver. It demonstrates the value of a roundabout – vehicles are going slower, there are fewer conflict points, and they can easily avoid each other. 

There were various WW drivers at the roundabout (103 incidents in 50 days -02.20.2025-05.09.2025), we had a meeting with TRPA, EDC, Caltrans, and CHP to review the videos and Caltrans is working on mitigation measures (updating signage and pavement markings). CHP is focusing attention there. We have noticed a sharp decline after the area was re-striped in early May. Ultimately, this is a great example of the benefits of this technology.

Parametrix will provide a very limited amount of sourced origin to destination data to test in Stage 1. In the Stage 2 grant we will acquire reliable sourced origin and destination data to understand travel patterns and see where visitors are coming from and going.
